SENECA FALLS Ñ For
seven years, methane gas
from Seneca Meadows
Landfill has been used to
power turbines that pro-
duce electricity.

The methane now has a
second use.

It also will be converted
to pipeline-quality natural
gas.

A ribbon-cutting ceremo-
ny is scheduled for 3 p.m.
Tuesday for the EIF
Renewable Energy Hold-
ings renewable natural gas
facility on Route 414.

Executives from both
Seneca Meadows and
Progressive Waste
Solutions of Canada, owner
of the Salcman Road land-
fill, will answer questions
about the innovative proj-
ect. Tours of the facility
and refreshments will be

available.
Seneca Energy RNG is

located next to the 
electricity-generating facil-
ity. It uses a process to
refine the methane through

f i l t r a t i o n ,
dewatering,
compression,
sulfur rem-
oval, activat-
ed carbon for
non-metallic
organic com-
p o u n d
absorpt ion,
carbon diox-
ide removal,

destruction of volatile
organic compounds extract-
ed in the process and final
compression for pipeline
transmission.

In February 2010, land-
fill district manager Don
Gentilcore told the Seneca
Falls school board that the
methane gas could be made

available for electricity and
as a heating fuel for local
schools.

Gentilcore said for that
to work, other customers
would be required, such as
Goulds Pumps and Scepter
Inc. of Seneca Falls. That
is still in the works.

The landfill, the stateÕs
largest, generates some
6,000 cubic feet of methane
gas a minute.

The electricity-generat-
ing plant across from the
landfill on Mound Road
opened in November 2007
as the centerpiece of
Seneca MeadowsÕ 200-acre
Renewable Resource Park.
Gas from the landfill is col-
lected and moved through
two 28-inch pipes under
Route 414 to power 18 gen-
erators that produce 17
megawatts of electricity,
